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Part I Scenery of Northeast China
1.1 Jilin Rime
Ladies and Gentlemen，   

Welcome to my hometown Jilin city. I am the tour guide of China National Tourism Administration, you can call me Lily or Miss Ding, and on my left hand is our driver Mr. Wang, he has more than 20 year driving experiences, and he will keep our safe.   

Ok everyone there are few minutes before we reach the ten miles dike, now I will give you a brief introduction about Jilin Rime, the Rime of Jilin city is said to be a symbol of the spring in winter ,being together with the Guilin landscape，Yunnan stone forest and Three Gorges of the Yangtze River, it is called the four meteorological wonders in China ,and actually ,china has the earliest record of rime in the world which is also commonly known as” the mist attached to trees” by local people .

Now I will introduce how Jilin Rime comes into being ,up going 15 kilometers upstream from the Jilin city along the Songhua River is the famous Feng Man power station, in winter when the water passes through the hydraulic group ,it gets warmer and the temperature keeps at around 4 centigrade in spite of the coldness and the steel –like ice on the lake ,Since the river water holds great heat energy it doesn't freeze for as long as ten miles ,water vapor rises constantly from the water surface and the whole river appears to be misty ,Given that there are pines, poplars and weeping willows along the dykes the water vapor freezes around the trees when encumbers coldness, of course under the effect of atmospheric pressure. Wind direction and temperature .Because of this special formation, Jilin rime can last a rather long time and it happens frequently in winter season. What's more, the best time for sightseeing is from the late December to the next February. Sometimes there could be more than 60 times of rime –formation in a single winter.

People usually divide the process of appreciation into three stages; watching the mist at night, enjoying the rime in the morning and appreciation, a silver and magic world appears just in front of us .all of the tress along the river are covered by rime and the branches of weeping willows like silver necklaces. As for the last stage, we are talking about the time when the rime begins to fall. Usually, after nine o'clock in the morning, the rime will fell down from the trees. This begins by little amount and then more and more is falling down. When the flying rime falls on our heard and shoulders, we feel especially fresh and cool.

1.2 The scenery of North Changbai Mountain Slope

Ok everyone，we have already entered the world famous Changbai mountain national nature preserve. Now I will give you a brief Introduction about Changbai mountain nature preserve. Changbai mountain nature preserve was built in 1960s, and joint the International protection web of man and Biosphere in 1980s and listed as the world nature reserve. In 1986s it was listed as the national forest and Wild animal nature preserve. Then it was chosen to be the four-A standards' travel spot in the year of 2000   The Changbai mountain nature preserve aims to protect the natural environment and forestry ecosystem whose centre is the famous Tianchi lake as its core . The total area is 196,465 hectares, it is the best preserve area with the most abundant species of the wilds plants and, most ecosystem among the nature preserved at the same latitude on the Earth; In the area there are 2540 species of wild plants and 1508 kinds of animals, among which are 364 kinds of vertebrate and 780 are insects.  

Ladies and Gentlemen, we all know that Changbai Mountain is a dormant volcano and it has erupted for three times from the 16th century till now ,the first time was in the August of 1597 ,the other two being the April of 1688 and the April of 1702. 

Ok everyone we are standing on the volcanic area that surrounds the Tianchi Lake of the Changbai Mountain. Look this, the most beautiful scenery here –so it is called heaven pond. it locates on the top of the volcanic cone of the highest peak .the shape of the lake is oval and is similar to that of a fallen leaf .Actually this lake is formed naturally after the volcanic eruption .it spans 4400s from south to north and 3370 meters from east to west, with the depth of 373 meters at its lowest point .The lake water surface of Heaven lake is about 2189.1 meters above the sea level, its total water capacity is 2.01 billion cubic meters. The heaven lake only has the water outlet but no inlet, an temperature is lower during the whole year and the average water temperature is below7, and at the same time the lake is the highest mountainous lake above the sea level, the deepest lake with regard to its water content and the boundary lake of china and DPRK.   

Everybody what we are going to see is the Changbai Mountain’s hot spring zone,   The Changbai Mountain hot spring zone is located from 900 meters, to the Changbai Mountain waterfall ,its hard to believe that there are tens of springs concentrated in this 1000 square meter area .The spring's temperature is different from each other ,the average temperature is between 60 degree to 80 degree，In addition，The hot spring also has greater medical value that it can be used to cure many diseases .    

Now we are staying at the “small TianChi Lake” The saying of a lake beast prevailing for along time which in addition make the lake more attractive .whether the beast exists or not needs further investigation but if today we are lucky enough, we may watch a sight on that beast .there is also one gap between Tianwen peak and Long men peak in the north of the lake .the water spills out here and flows 1250 meters north wards along side the Tian river and drops from the rift suddenly, it is a great of  momentum. Thus the waterfall which has 68 meters drops is formed and it is called the fall of Changbai Mountain, it is also the Source of the Songhua River, which is also called the lake of the ring. it has a circumference of 260 meters and a total area of 5000 square meters the depth of the lake is about and the water there is perpetual .   Generally speaking forest should grow on the ground but it is strange that a forest grew under the cliff of the mountain here .this is the so–called “underground forest” ,but the towering old trees make the mountain range to be an attractive green world.

    Zhaolin Park is situated in Daoli District and covers an area of 6.5 hectares not far away from the Songhua River. This park was first built in 1906. It is a private park for the Board of the Directors. After that，it changed its name such as Daoli Park and Zhaolin Park. A famous anti-Japanese General Li Zhaolin died in 1946 and he was later buried in this park, hence the name Zhaolin Park.

Zhaolin Park is popular both summer and winter. In spring and summer, trees and lake make you feel cool. Flowers such as Lilac appear in different features make the park beautiful. There are 5 different bridges built in varies times from the 1920s, some boast for its western style, but some were built with traditional Chinese style.  

When we talking about Lilac, I want to share you more knowledge about it. Lilac is the City Flower of Harbin. There are nearly thirty kinds of lilacs in the world and Harbin has eleven of them. The tough sweet-scented plant has 50 days of flower blossoming. Beside its value in green coverage, its leaves are raw materials for medicine. In winter, Zhaolin Park becomes a world of ice. The Harbin Ice Sculpture Snow started on Feb.7, 1963. The Ice Lantern Show in Zhaolin Park is the earliest and largest one in the world. It has become a large-scale outdoor ice lantern show for the traditional activities of the Ice and Snow Festival of Harbin. Totally 25000 cubic meters of ice will be used. Moreover, international ice and snow sculpture competitions is hold annually.

Gathering the soul of the ice and snow arts in one park, Harbin ice and snow world is the biggest scale of the world. It is the all-sides ice and snow amusements. The night landscape is the most beautiful and the most fascinating activity in “Ice and Snow Disney Paradise”.

The whole park design scenic spots, sights and entertainment activities more than 2000 items. It will become a sightseeing, recreational, cultural and participant park through organic combination. The tourist will be melt to eat, enjoy, sightsee and shop in one park. The park can accept 50,000 visitors at the same time. The scene is magnificent and incomparable. 2.1 Family Qiao

As we all know, Shanxi has long been known as "ancient architecture museum of china". Its architectural style will certainly impress you and it’s a good place for sightseeing. Shanxi is not Shanxi in China, although their pronunciation in Chinese is similar, they are totally diffidence place in China. Now, you are in Shanxi. OK, let me use some minutes to introduce this province and our first sightseeing. 

Shanxi has a great many civil houses build in Ming and Qing Dynasties and most of them have been preserved in here. They are the testimony of history of Shanxi and enrich the traditional culture of Shanxi. If you have a trip in Shanxi, there is a significant sightseeing that you need to visit---The Courtyard of Family Qiao. Also, today we will visit the Courtyard of Family Qiao. Before we get here, I will provide a short introduction about it. The Courtyard of Family Qiao located in Qixian County in Shanxi Province , 54 km south of Taiyuan. This is a kind of civil house and well known in China. It’s occupied area of 8725 square meters, while the floorage occupies 3870 square meters. It has 6 compounds, 20 small courtyards, 313 housings there isnt any flagpole or stone lions outside the gate, but those tall walls could shows the prestige of the owner. 

This yard was designed quite naturally perfect; it shows the characteristic style of the civil houses in north. It has a highly valuable in the study of history，especially in scientific researches. In addition, it is also valuable as a tourist resort. The specialists and scholars commend it as "a bright pearl of the civil houses in north". When you get here, you will not miss a screen wall facing the gate of a house; it was called this "zhaobi". You can see it consisting of hundred forms of the character for “shòu”, it means longevity. In summary, the Courtyard of Family Qiao is worth to visit and you can have a special experience in traditional Chinese culture. 

Ok, now please relax yourself on the car, and I will show you a TV drama program which base on this place. When we get there, I will provide a map for you firstly and then I will lead you enter into Courtyard of Family Qiao. 

2.2 Zhaozhou Bridge

Before we get the Zhaozhou Bridge, let me make a brife introduction about it, in order you can know more about it and have a great trip this time. Ok, the Zhaozhou Bridge is the world's oldest open-spandrel stone segmental arch bridge and it was designed by Lichun. It is named Zhaozhou Bridge because it nearby the Zhao county, which known as Zhaozhou in the past. The bridge was built during Sui Dynasty, in years 595-605. Zhaozhou Bridge was located in the suthern part of Hebei Province.

It’s worth to mention that Zhaozhou Bridge is the oldest standing bridge in China, and it is also well-known as the Safe Crossing Bridge in China. For this reason, Zhouzhou Bridge was separated two parts, they were called Anji Bridge, and Dashi Bridge. The Zhaozhou Bridge was made up by these two part. It crosses the Xiao River in Zhao County, approximately 40 km southeast of the provincial capital Shijiazhuang. The key construction of Zhaozhou Bridge is its arch design. The Zhaozhou Bridge is about 50m long with a central span of about 37 m. It stands 7.3 m tall and has a width of 9 m. The arch covers a circular segment less than a semicircle and has a rise-to-span ratio of approximately 1:5 (7.3 to 37 m). This is considerably smaller than the rise-to-span ratio of 1:2 of a semicircular arch bridge and subjects the abutments of the bridge to large forces.The central arch is made of 28 thin, curved limestone slabs which are joined with iron dovetails. This allows the arch to adjust to shifts in its supports, and prevents the bridge from collapsing even when a segment of the arch breaks. 

There were two small arches on each side of the main arch. Although they were on the side of main arch, these side arches were important part for this bridge and play the main role for the construction. First, they were benefit for the main bridge decrease the total weight of the bridge, nearly about 15.3% or approximately 700 tons. Moreover, they are easy for the water to pass through during a flood or rainstorm, in order to reduce the forces on the structure of the bridge. For the innovative design, in the next 1400 years, the bridge survived at ten major floods and numerous earthquakes, the nearest of which being the 7.2 degree Xingtai Earthquake in 1966. 

All right, we will get the Zhaozhou Bridge in ten minutes, I though you will have some impression about Zhaozhou Bridge. Ok now, you can have a rest in the bus. After we arrived here, I will give you the detailed information about it. 

2.3 Beidaihe
Good morning, everyone, welcome to Beidaihe! It is my great honor to be your guide today.

Beidaihe, a Must for Birds Watchers, set on the coast some 280 km east of Beijing. And the seaside holiday resort of Beidaihe is famous not only as a tourist center and as a good place to recover after illness, but also as one of the best places in the world to see migratory birds. 

China’s Yanshan Mountain Range winds its way thousands of miles from the west to the eastern seaboard. It sends a number of waterways like the Henghe, Daihe, Yanghe and Luanhe rivers down to the Bohai Sea at Beidaihe. They create a vast area of wetlands, mud-banks, and lagoons with rich feeding and good places for birds to rest. Here migratory routes come together like great seasonal rivers of birds linking northeast Asia with south China, Indo-China, Australia and even far off east Africa. 

Nature has richly endowed Beidaihe with bird species and of the 1,198 found in China, 416 have been recorded at Beidaihe. This is a part of the world that plays host to eighteen species of gulls, three of swans, and six of cranes. 

Xu Weishu, vice director of the China Ornithological Society tells of the time when as many as 2,729 oriental white storks were recorded in Beidaihe, doubling the previous world record. 

Look into the skies of Beidaihe in the first ten days of November every year and you will be sure to see flocks of red-crowned cranes and white cranes. 

The year from May 1999 to May 2000 saw ten new bird species added to the list for Beidaihe. 

Back in the 1940s Danish scientist, Axel Hemmingsen, published a report saying that he had seen large numbers of cranes at Beidaihe, but no one followed up on this at the time. Then in 1985 guided by Hemmingsen’’s report, British ornithologist Doctor Martin Williams first came to Beidaihe. With the help of an official from the Beidaihe tourism authority, Dr Williams visited Shijiutuo Island in nearby Laoting County. What he discovered there was far beyond his expectations and he found many new kinds of birds. Since then, accompanied by his Chinese counterpart, Xu Weishu, he has brought many overseas professionals together in Beidaihe every year to enjoy watching the birds and carry out research. 

Since the first two parties of Chinese bird enthusiasts visited Beidaihe in 1999, more and more domestic visitors have joined bird watching groups going there on vacation. 

Beidaihe has enjoyed a good reputation since 1893. It was then that a British engineer helping build a railway line recognized that with its low hills, beaches and sea breezes, the headland was an ideal place to go to escape the summer heat of the interior. On his recommendation, the first holidaymakers arrived. Beidaihe, until then a poor fishing village, quickly became popular with diplomats, merchants, missionaries, and well off Chinese. 

Meanwhile the birds are regular visitors here too. Flocks of gulls are easily spotted. What might not be so easy is to be able to distinguish among the bewildering variety in the skies over Beidaihe. Many different birds pass through here as the seasons come and go and every year still sees fresh species spotted. It is a magnificent sight to see the occasional flock of large cranes pass by or to watch the birds of prey, however the larger birds have been decreasing in number. 
2.4 Chengde Mountain Resort

In 72 king Kangxi version of the emperor. Have a house, building, hall, hall, pavilion, pavilion, pavilion, Xuan, vegetarian, temple building of more than one place. China is the three largest ancient building complex, its greatest feature is the garden, in the garden hill. The Mountain Resort was built, the Qing emperor every year a large number of time in dealing with military and political events, receiving foreign envoys and frontier minority political leader. It occurs in a series of important events, important relics and artifacts, become Chinese multi-ethnic unified country finally the formation of historical testimony.

The Mountain Resort and the surrounding temples is a closely related organic whole, but also has a different style of strong contrast, Mountain Resort of elegant simplicity, its surrounding temples beautiful decoration. This is the Qing emperor one of important measures in handling ethnic relations. Due to the presence of numerous groups of historical and cultural heritage, the Mountain Resort and the surrounding temples became a national key cultural relics protection units, the ten major scenic spots, and forty-four scenic protection area, Chengde also became the first batch of twenty-four national historical and cultural city. The Mountain Resort and the Summer Palace in Beijing, Humble Administrator's Garden in Suzhou, Lingering Garden in Suzhou and called the four famous gardens. The old version of the television series “Huanzhugege” first, two or three, were shot in Chengde Mountain Resort, Hill's amidst the floor is “wash Fang Zhai”. Part III Scenery of Central China
3.1 Baima Temple
Baima Temple in Luoyang city 12 kilometers east, in the Eastern Han Dynasty start Yongping 1922 (Year 68), have passed 1,900 years of history, and one of the earliest Buddhist temple, the Chinese Buddhist statue called "Jieting "and" Release Source "and" China's first monastery, "said.

3.2 Three Gorges of Yangtze River

The Yangtze River, the biggest river in China, the third longest in the World, starts with the Tuotuo River at the Roof of the World -Qinghai-Tibet Plateau, takes in countless rivers, and flows eastward across the interior of China. With an overall length of more than 6,300 kilometers, the Yangtze River, next only to the Amazon and the Nile, is the third biggest river in the world and is a cradle that breeds the ancient civilization of the Chinese nation.

When the Yangtze River reaches the eastern Sichuan Basin in southwest China, it cuts through the Wushan Mountain. Here the river course suddenly narrows and the waters become turbulent. Sheer cliffs and steep mountains rise on either side, creating one of nature's most fantastic sights. The Three Gorges---Qutang, wuxia and xiling----start just after Fengjie and end near Yichang, stretch about 200 kilometers. The Gorges vary from 300metres at their widest to less than 100 meters at their narrowest.

Qutang Gorge is the smallest and shortest Gorge, but grandest of the three. The Yangtze River, mighty and rapid here is suddenly contained like a thousand seas poured into one cup, as the Song Dynasty poet SU Tungpo described the spectacle. 

Wu Gorge extends 40 kilometers along which the river snakes between based strange-shaped mountain peaks, each of which has a reputation based on a beautiful legend. The story of the 12 Peaks of Wushan goes like this: 12 nymphs once descended to enjoy themselves in the secular world. Finding how perilous Wushan Gorge was, they decided to stay there to protect ships. As time went by, they transformed themselves into 12 peaks. The Goddess Peak, the most graceful of the 12, is said to have been yaoji, the youngest daughter of the Queen mother of the Western Heaven .Goddess Peak stands out from the other peaks on the northern bank to be the first to greet the morning sun and the last to bid it farewell, hence its another name, Viewing the glow Peak. Seen at a distance, it resembles the silhouette of a beautiful young lady.

Down stream from the zigzagging Wuxia Gorge is Xiling Gorge which stretches 78 kilometers eastward and the cliffs on either side rise to just over 900 meters. Xiling Gorge is awesome with its dangerous rapids, shoals, reefs, sharp turns, billowy whirlpools. The water at one point is so turbulent that it seems to be boiling during the flood season. Xiling Gorge in the east consists of several small gorges. On the top of another is a rock that looks like a sword. On the crag of the north bank are two pieces of brown rock, which are named Bull's Liver and Horse' Lung, whose shape they take. 

Around the last bend of Xiling Gorge stretches a vast plain. The river suddenly becomes wide here. Travelers on the Yangtze cruise may also visit many sites of historical and scenic interest along the river banks including the ruined of baidi Town and Precious Stone Village.

Everyone knows that the Yangtze Gorges are changing since the well-known Three Gorges Dam Project is being built at Sabdouping, Yichang, Hubei Province. The dam is 181 meters in height. Its construction investment comes up to 203.9 billion rmb, equals to 24.65 billion U.S. dollars. The installed power generation capacity is expected to be 18.2 million kilo watts. With the dam built, the flood in the Yangtze River valley will be controlled, navigation improved besides the economic benefits. Tourism will be little affected. Many cultural and historical relics are now being removed to a higher ground before the rise of the water level approaches.

3.3 East Lake
Dear friends, welcome to Wuhan, I’m your tour guide Mandy, today we will visit the famous scenic spots at the national level in Wuhan City. The East Lake consists of a lot of small lakes. With a vast expanse of water, the East Lake is fringed by a zigzagging shore, so people regard it to have 99 bends and turns. The west, east and south banks of the East Lake are surrounded by over 30 undulating hills such as the Moshan Hill, the Luojia Hill and the Hongshan Hill, while the north bank is smooth terrain. East Lake Scenic Area in the eastern part of Wuchang District of Wuhan City is the name of the State Council, the first batch of state-level scenic spots, the lake is about 33 square kilometers, is six times the Hangzhou West Lake, Lakeshore winding twists and turns, has been called the 99 Bay said. East Lake on the lake that is the vast, beautiful scenery like this, then we all know how the East Lake is formed? Then, we invite you to join me and into the Tour.

One of the main scenic spot in the Listening to the Waves District is the Poem-chanting Pavilion. In front of the Poem-chanting Pavilion is the statue of Qu Yuan who was the great patriotic poet of ancient China. There’s a story about the pavilion. Originally, Qu Yuan was born in Zigui County in Hubei Province during the Warring States Period. Because of his talent, he was a high rank by the king of the Chu State. He worked loyally for the Chu State and always concerned about common people’s welfare. Because of his effort, the Chu State became more and more strong. Unfortunately, later, the king of the Chu State was deceived by traitor and sent him to exile. Later, when he heard the news that the Chu State was defeated by the Qin State, he felt very sad and drowned himself in the Moluo River in Hunan Province in order to call on Chu People’s patriotism. After Qu Yuan was exiled, he ever passed Wuhan and wrote and recited some poems on the shore of the East Lake. In order to commemorate Qu Yuan, Wuhan people built this pavilion. Qu Yuan made a great contribution to the culture of China.

Cherry Blossom Pavilion is the famous scenic spot in this district. Around Cherry Blossom Pavilion by the lake side are growing 78 Japanese cherry trees. In 1979, Mrs. Deng Yingchao, wife of China’s famous former premier Zhou Enlai paid a visit to Japan. In order to express his respect to Zhou Enlai, Premier of Japan presented 78 cherry trees to Mrs. Deng Yingchao. Mrs. Deng Yingchao asked to plant these trees in a place where Premier Zhou ever worked and lived. The East Lake was just the place. The figure 78 stands for two meanings. Firstly it symbolizes the age of Premier Zhou. Secondly, it symbolized the time when China and Japan signed the Peace and Friendship Treaty in 1978.

    That’s all explanation of East Lake, the time has gone quickly and our trip is drawing to a close, if there is any satisfaction, please let me known. Please allow to to take this opportunity to thank you for your cooperation, goodbye.

3.4 Lonegmen Grottoes
Good morning ladies and gentlemen, I’m your tour guide Mandy. Today we’re going to visit the Longmen Grottoes, which you have been expecting for a long time.

　　So now let me give you a brief introduction first. Around 13 km south of Luoyang, there are two picturesque hills confronting each other with the Yi River flowing northward between them, connected by an arched stone bridge resembling a natural gate tower. This is the right place named Longmen, where the well-known Longmen Grottoes is located.

　　Now, we’ve got to the grottoes. Please get off the bus. Here is the Qianxi Temple. It was built in the early Tang Dynasty around 640 AD. It has altogether 7 Buddhist statues inside, of which, Buddha Amitabha is sitting in the central with 2 of his favorite disciples, 2 Bodhisattvas, and 2 Heavenly Kings.

　　Please follow me. Now we are in front of the Bin yang Caves. The Bin yang Caves consist 3 large caves, the North, the Middle and the South caves. The Mid and the South Bin yang Caves were built under Emperor Xuanwu for practicing the merits and virtues for his diseased parents, late Emperor Xiaowen and late Empress Dowager Wenzhao in 500 AD. While the North Bin yang cave was added for the late Emperor Xuanwu by a eunuch in the palace named Liu Tang in 508AD.

　　In the West Hill of Longmen, there are several “the most” caves to feast your eyes. Just now, we visited the Ten-thousand Buddha Cave with 15000 Buddhist images, which has the most Buddha images, and the Lotus Cave with 2cm-high Buddha images, which are the tiniest Buddha images.

Now we see, the Buddha Losana is 17.14m high with its head 4m, each ear 1.9m, and flanked by 2 symmetrical disciples, Bodhisattvas, Heavenly Kings, and Great Men of Strength on both sides. The chief Buddha gives you an impression of dignified manner, magnificent looking, wise, farsighted and kind nature. Looking around the overall arrangement, we would rather say that the Fengxian Temple is a scene of a grand imperial court than a spot of Buddhism. Generally speaking, the Fengxian Temple is the most magnificent and artistic among all the shrines of the Tang Dynasty and as well as an example of success in integrating politics with Buddhism in ancient China.

4.1 Confucian Temple

Ladies and Gentlemen:

Hello! Welcome to visit the Confucian Temple in famous Qufu city. Let me introduce the basic situation of Confucius and the Confucian Temple firstly.

   The Confucian Temple, also called to the Confucian temple. It is offering Confucius and its Madame Qi and 72 talented people’s place. Qufu Confucian Temple was built in 476 BC. It covers an area of 95000 square meters. Confucius was the Spring and Autumn Period thinker, statesman and educator, the founder of Confucianism. He was honest, optimistic upward, positive. He was seeking the truth, goodness, beauty and an ideal society in all his life. Confucius was engaged in educational work in all of his life. He created the educational and teaching methods and created the learning principle correctly. He formed a relatively complete system of teaching contents and put forward a series of profound ideological education. Confucius thoughts and theories have a far-reaching influence on the later.

   The Confucian Temple in Qufu, Beijing's Imperial Palace, and The Summer Vacation Mountain Village in Chengde, Hebei province are called the three group of ancient buildings. The experts gave high evaluation on Confucian Temple.  

 The Confucian temple constructed base on his former dwelling in the second year in which Confucian died, and only included three rooms at that time. It exhibits Confucian's clothes, the vehicle, and the books and so on. All previous dynasties emperor enlarged the Confucian temple, including overhaul 15 times, repairs 31 times and minor repair several hundred times. The Confucian temple we are seeing now is the bright Hongzhi year scale. The Confucian temple imitates system of the imperial Palace construction, divides to three groups layouts, nine courtyards. The Confucian temple includes a total of 466 rooms and 54 gate pavilions. It's relative buildings through in a north-south axis, there are nearly a thousand pieces stele. After the liberation, the government allocates funds to repair the Confucian temple many times, It is a national key cultural relics protection units in our country's first batch announcement. It was listed as a world cultural heritage in December, 1994, and becomes cultural relic unit which the United Nations protected. The Confucian temple is really a rare building in the world for it's long history, Grand scale and integrity of the preserved.

Friends, come here (board on the top). We are like in the sky, looking at the place in the distance, we can see the river and the sea are a line. Today the weather is fine, we can see the Tianmu Mountain in the East and the Kuanglu in the West, also seeing Jiuhua Mountain and Changjiang River in the North. After the rain, we can see the panoramic view of seas and clouds from all sides .It’s spectacular!

Looking down from the Lotus Peak, we can’t sea the bottom. The Peak stands between the sea and clouds, just like a ship to ship, as long as the order, immediately set sail. That clouds sometimes are like rapids rushing down thousands of miles, sometimes like a pour Valley Falls, sometimes like a stream of black dragon, sometimes like flock of sheep or goats

4.3 The orient Pearl TV Tower

    The orient Pearl TV Tower is 468 meters high, the tallest in Asia and third tallest in the world. It faces the Bund across the Huangpu River. The sphere at the top has a diameter of 45 meters and is 263 meters above ground. The observation deck in the sphere offers a sweeping view of the city. The penthouse, which sits at 350 meters, has an observation deck, meeting room, and coffee shop. The tower integrates broadcasting technologies with sightseeing, catering, shopping, amusement, and accommodations. It has become the symbol of the city and a major tourist attraction in Shanghai.  

4.4 The Bund
The well-known Bund is a must for visitors to Shanghai. Fifty-two buildings along the narrow shoreline of the Huangpu River offer a living exhibition of Gothic, Baroque, Roman, Classic Revival and Renaissance architectural styles, as well as combinations of Chinese and Western styles. She wore pearls, shoulder hanging nets on the shoulder, trousers rolled up.Her hands holds high with a glittering pearl, dedicating human the treasures.This statue, 8.7 meters tall, weighs 10 tons, 70 granite combination, a famous Chinese sculptor Pan He masterpiece.Today, the statue has become the symbol of Zhuhai. There is also a beautiful legends.
      A fairy descended to earth one day and fell in love with the beauty of the land. Reluctant to return, she turned herself into a fisher girl, weaving nets and searching for precious pearls to earn a living. In addition, she unselfishly used her knowledge and powers to heal villagers who were ill, and so was well loved by one and all. Soon she met a young fisherman named Hai Peng and they fell in love. Not long after, however, Hai Peng heard and believed malicious accusations, and demanded the fisher girl to give him her magical bracelets as proof of her affection. The fisher girl tearfully explained the origin of the bracelets. While she was still the daughter of the South Sea Dragon King, the eight bracelets were given to her by the eight palace mistresses, to guard her against the thought of abandoning immortality. She would die if she even removed one. Tragically, Hai Peng did not believe her story and turned to leave. The fisher girl, to prove her love for Hai Peng, removed her bracelets and died in his arms instantly. Hai Peng was filled with remorse and grief. His great sorrow moved the Jiu Zhou Huan Elder, who taught him the way to bring the fisher girl back to life. For this he had to travel to the Jiu Zhou Island to find the Resurrection Grass, which must then be fed with man's blood. After much difficulty, Hai Peng found the grass and grew it with his own blood. Days turned to years, and the grass was finally ready and used to revive the fisher girl. Henceforth, the fisher girl became a true mortal. On the day of their wedding, all the girls together found a gigantic, magical pearl at the seashore. In gratitude, the fisher girl presented this to the reverent Elder.

　　Travel some 27 kilometers south of Dali and you will come to a popular beauty spot known locally as the 'Butterfly Spring'. The spring is quite near to Zhou Town, which is the largest of the Bai communities and was once the imperial garden of the Dali .Kingdom. Here too you can learn more of the Bai culture and visit some truly wonderful ancient buildings. Situated at the foot of Mount Shenmo, the first of the peaks of Mount Cangshan the spring rises to form a square shaped pool that is shaded by the dense foliage that lines its banks. The pool is some 50 square meters overall and above it is an ancient decumbent tree. This is the famous 'Butterfly Tree', so called as in the short interval as spring turns to summer, its fragrant blossom attracts thousands of butterflies. These small multi-colored creatures fly around the pool and settle on the tree in great clusters as they sip the nectar from its blooms. The vast numbers of butterflies are hardly distinguishable from the flowers as the whole tree pulsates with every color of the rainbow. This spectacular sight has given rise to a local festival when the Bai people gather at the tree on April 15th for the 'Butterfly Meet'. The romantic spectacle of the butterflies as they feed and mate in such abundance has become a symbol of courtship and each Bai youth will seek to engage with the love of his life by joining in with the traditional antiphonal singing. The Bai also refer to the spring as the 'Allegiance Spring' as it is here that true and lasting love may be found. 

However, to appreciate the beauty of Butterfly Spring need to experience immersive. Let us use this opportunity to travel in person into a beautiful Butterfly Spring! Feel like a natural, honest scenery.
Part VI Scenery of West China
6.1 The Potala Palace
The old Potala Palace was built in 7th century. At that time Zhanpu King (Shuzhan Genpu) established Tufen Kingdom in Tibet, Lhssa was its Capital, The Emperor of China's Tang Dynasty sent Princess Wenchen to merry Zhanpu King. Zhanpu King decided "to build a city to show the glory", then started to build Potala Palace on the Red Hill. There were 1,000 rooms in it; however the old Palace was destroyed during the war. The present Potala palace was re-built major after 17 century, particular during Dalai Lama V period. The present Potala Palace is 119 meters height with 13 floors. It is famous for its high historical value and kept numerous treasures in it. 

White Palace and Wall Paintings: White Palace contains the interior palace of Dalai Lama, the administration offices and meeting hall etc. A Hand Seal of Dalai V: It is kept in a glass cabinet near the south wall. That was in the middle of 17 century, Dalai V was old and let Diba looking after the government. To order all the officers obey to Diba, Dalai V stamped his hand to make this Hand Seal as authority symbol. This is a very high valued historical item. Wall Paintings: In the east hall of White palace, there are many wall paintings which tell you interesting stories, i.e.: From Monkey to Human: This is a popular story in Tibet. In ancient time, the female devil Rosa was indicated by the Buddha and married a monkey. They had 500 children, and gradually became human beings. Tibetan believes that this was the origin of Tibetan people. Red Palace Treasures & the Tibetan Pyramid: Red Palace - -Dalai Lamas' Tomb Pyramid Halls and Buddhism Temples. Red Palace is located at the west side of the White Palace. There are 8 tomb pyramids of Dalai Lamas: Dalai V, Dalai VII, VIII, and IX, X, XI, XII, and Dalai XIII. Mysterious procedure of the Tomb Pyramid: Once a live Buddha died, usually it will be opened to the public to pay their respects. Then started the "Body Preparation" procedure. It was a very mysterious and complex procedure: First of all, wash the body and take off all the inside organs of the body through special way; Then use Tibetan salt to absorb the water fluid of the body; then use medicines, ornament materials treat the body repeatedly. Finally the body looks like a living person in sleep. The last step was gold cover, to decorate the whole body by very thin gold pieces, one by one, fit into the finest profile of the body. It was an astonishing achievement of Tibetan medicinal & art technology at 1,300 year ago. Treasures of the Potala Palace: Beside the extreme value of the Dalai Tomb Pyramids, Potala Palace collected numerous invaluable treasures. Potala Palace built a two floors 340 m2 collection store to keep its "Tang Card" - The best Tibetan painting. It kept numerous Tibetan Buddhism Bibles.

In seventeenth century under the reign of the Fifth Dalai Lama, Potala was rebuilt. The Thirteenth Dalai Lama expanded it to today’s scale. The monastery-like palace, reclining against and capping Red Hill, was the religious and political center of old and the winter palace of Dalai Lamas. The palace is more than 117 meters (384 feet) in height and 360 (1180 feet) in width, occupying a building space of 90 thousand square meters. Potala is composed of White Palace and Red Palace. The former is for secular use while the later is for religious.

The White Palace consists of offices, dormitories, a Buddhist official seminary and a printing house. From the east entrance of the palace, painted with images of Four Heavenly Kings, a broad corridor upwards leads to Deyang Shar courtyard, which used to be where Dalai Lamas watched operas. Around the large and open courtyard, there used to be a seminary and dormitories. West of the courtyard is the White Palace. There are three ladder stairs reaching inside of it, however, the central one was reserved for only Dalai Lamas and central government magistrates dispatched to. In the first hallway, there are huge murals describing the construction of Potala Palace and Jokhang Temple and the procession of Prince Wencheng reaching .

 On the south wall, visitors will see an edict signed with the Great Fifth’s handprint. The White Palace mainly serves as the political headquarter and Dalai Lamas’ living quarters. The West Chamber of Sunshine and the East Chamber of Sunshine lie as the roof of the White Palace. They belonged to the Thirteenth Dalai Lama and the Fourteenth Dalai Lama respectively. Beneath the East Chamber of Sunshine is the largest hall in the White Palace, where Dalai Lamas ascended throne and ruled. The Red Palace was constructed after the death of the Fifth Dalai Lama. The center of the complicated Red Palace is the Great West Hall, which records the Great Fifth Dalai Lama’s life by its fine murals. The scene of his visit to Emperor Shunzhi in Beijing in 1652 is extraordinarily vivid. It also has finely carved columns and brackets. The hall has four additional chapels. The West Chapel houses three gold stupas of the Fifth, Tenth and Twelfth Dalai Lamas’. Their mummified and perfumed bodies are well kept in those stupas. Among the three, the Fifth Dalai Lama’s stupa is the biggest, which is made of sandalwood, wrapped in gold foil and decorated with thousands of diamonds, pearls, agates and others gems. The stupa, with a height of 14.86 meters (49 feet), spends more than 3,700 kilograms of gold. 

The North Chapel contains statues of Sakyamuni, Dalai Lamas and Medicine Buddha, and stupas of the Eighth, Ninth and Eleventh Dalai Lamas. Against the wall is Tanjur (Beijing edition), a most important an Buddhist sutra sent to the Seventh Dalai Lama by Emperor Yongzheng. In the East Chapel a two meters (6.5 feet) high statue of Tsong Khapa, the founder of Gelugpa which is Dalai Lama’s lineage, is enshrined and worshipped. In addition, about 70 famous adepts in Buddhism surround him. The South Chapel is where a silver statue of Padmasambhava and 8 bronze statues of his reincarnations are enshrined. 
6.2 Wuhou Temple

Wuhou Temple is much associated with the kingdom of Shu from the three Kingdom Period. It is the place to commemorate Zhu Geliang, Prime Minister of the kingdom. Wuhou was a top official title conferred upon Zhu Geliang after his death. It is unfortunate that no historical documents have recorded the time of its establishment. However, Du Fu, a top Tang Dynasty poet wrote a poem of which two lines say as below: “Where would I find the Prime Minister's shrine? Somewhere outside Jinguan,  in a dense cypress glade."

This poem helps us infer that Zhu Geliang Temple was already in the Tang Dynasty. During the Tang and Song Dynasties Zhu Geliang and Emperor Liu Bei had their independent temples in Chengdu. At the beginning of the Ming Dynasty the two temples merged into one. Towards the end of the Ming Dynasty the merged temple was destroyed during war chaos. The present buildings date from the Qing Dynasty in 1672. The main entrance gate hangs a horizontal inscribed board. It says, "Han Zhaolie Temple". Han refers to the kingdom of Shui; zhaolie was Liu Bei's posthumous title. The board indicates that the whole temple was built in honor of Liu Bei. But why do all the people call it Zhu Geliang Temple instead of Han Zhaolie Temple? It is due to Zhu Geliang's invaluable historical contribution, and his political and military strategies to the development of the kingdom. In the view of the local people his prestige to call it Zhu Geliang Temple regardless of the emperor's dignity and the temple's original name. Gradually more and more people accepted the new name of the temple through common practice.

　　The temple compound consists of five main buildings: the Front Gate, the Second Gate, Kiu Bei's Hall, Zhu Geliang's Hall and Liu Bei's Tomb. The buildings are all located aling an imaginative axis line in a regular shape. Six huge stone tablets are flanked in the yard between the front and the second gates. Four of them were of the Qing Dynasty, one of the Ming and one opf the Tang. The tablets of the Qing state the stories about the reestablishment of the temple; the one of the Ming describes the development of the temple. The one of the Tang is far more famous than the other five. It was set up soon after Wu Yuanhen, a local top military commander in west Sichuan and his 27assistants worshiped Zhu Geliang in the temple in 809 during the Tang Dynasty. Pei Du, who served as a prime minister for his three Tang emperors in different times, composed an essay associated with the worship. In the essay he eulogized Zhu Geliang for his great contribution to and his spare-no-efforts in unifying the whole China and the development of Sichuan, Liu Gingchuo copied the essay on the tablet according to the pattern of Liu's handwriting. The three well-known persons joined hands to perfect the tablet, so later in people called it "The Three Perfect Tablet".

Inside the Second Gate is Liu Bei's hall. His statue stands behind the front altar. To the right of the main shrine is a red faced image called Guan Yu; the left is General Zhang Fei, represented with a black face. Liu,Guan and Zhang are sworn brothers as prescribed in the novel The Romance of the Three Kingdoms.

There are two galleries in the yard, which contain terracotta figures of the Qing Dynasty, 28 in all, generals on the right and ministers on the left. During the Three Kingdom Period the rulers of the independent kingdoms fought each other for supremacy. The site is just about holy to thousands of Three Kingdom enthusiasts. The well-loved figures in the temple are the historical source from which later novels and dramas have captured the imaginations of generations of Chinese readers and audience.　　

Behind Liu Bei's hall is the second yard where Zhu Geliang's hall is located. Zhu Geliang's hall is obviously lower than Liu Be i's. Visitors have to walk down several steps before they can get into the second yard. The disparity in the construction height displays the traditional Chinese hierarchical social system. Emperor is the son of Heaven. He is superior and other people are inferior. It means that try to persuade an enemy to stop his attack during a war and the war will then disappear. No soldier wants to fight since ancient times. Try not to forget to weigh the conditions and situation, otherwise leniency and strict punishment will all fail. Those, who come to manage Sichuan, should think it over again.

　　This couplet contains two stories. Once as Zhu Geliang was the general commander of the shu Kingdom, he was scheduled to attack the Wei Kingdom in north China. However, he was worried that the troops of the minorities might take a chance to harass the Shu Kingdom in southwest China. He came to realize that the good relationship with the minorities was very important. So he went the southwestern area with his troops. Meng Huo, the top leader of the minorities didn't accept Zhu Geliang's good-wish. He used his soldiers to fight against the groups from the kingdom. Zhu Geliang successfully defeated his attack and caught Meng Huo. Instead of punishing him, Zhu Geliang set him free. Then Meng Huo launched another attack and he met with the same defeat. Zhu Geliang set him a free again. On the seventh time after Meng Huo was caught, he prostrated himself before Zhu Geliang saying that he and his soldiers had given up any relationship with the Shui Kingdoh. From then on the minority people and lf the Shui Kingdon lived in amity.

The other story tells how Zhu Geliang strengthened discipline. Once Zhu Gelian Launched another military campaign against the Wei Kingdom. Ma Shu thought of himself highly and placed his troops on the top of a hill near Jie Ting. As result, the Wei army soldiers occupied the strategic place. Ma Shu and his soldiers were defeated. Zhu Geliang had to withdraw his troops back to the Shu Kingdom. His carefully arranged campaign thus failed. Ma Shu had a close relationship with Zhu Geliang due to his hardworking and his contribution to the development shui's army. Tears ran down Zhu Geliang's face when he ordered to execute Ma Shu for his error.

The second yard, dedicated Zhu Geliang, has a bell tower on the right and a drum tower on the left of the entrance. A most unusual casting iron incense burner is in the middle of the path, which leads to the hall. Zhu Geliang's statue, accompanied by his son on the right and his grandson on the left, stands in the middle of the hall. The statue is 2m high. Zhu Geliang is dressed in a golden overcoat with a feather fan in his hand .He looks as if he was still concerned about his kingdom and his local people .On the left side of Zhu Geliang's statue is a bronze drum, a relic dated back to the 5th century. Later it became a sort of music instrument for some special occasions. It was said that during Zhu Geliang's southwest expedition his soldiers used it as a cooker during the day and struck it at night as emergency approached.

Zhu Geliang was renowned military strategist and statesman in the early three Kingdom period. A native of Shandong Province, he was living in Long Zhong, Hubei when Liu Bei went to his house three times.Liu Bei sincerely invited Zhu Geliang to join in reconquers of the Han Empire, but for the first two times it was said that Zhu Geliang was not at home. On the third time when Liu Bei met Zhu Geliang in his house, he agreed to assist Liu Bei .It was in his house that Zhu Geliangand Liu Bei had a dialogue relating to the current situation and reconquers of the Han Empire, In Liu Bei's hall hangs Zhu Geliang's ambitious "Long Zhong dialogue"and his "Letter To The Throne Before An Expedition". Zhu Geliang served as Prime minister of the Shu Kingdom for twenty years .During his administration Zhu Geliang brought peace to the kingdom due to his northern and southern expeditions. The local farming production and water conservancy has advanced. He died of his hard word conservancy has advanced. He died of his hard work at the age of 54.After his death people set up temples one after another to commemorate him in the areas where Zhu Geliang worked. He was generally regarded as an excellent example of administrators in Chinese feudal dynasties.

To the west of the Zhu Geliang's hall is the site of the Liu Bei's tomb. It is 80m in circumference and 12m high, surrounded by a circular wall. For 1700 years the tomb has remained untouched, but what is inside is unknown.
6.3 Emperor Qin Shihuang’s Mausoleum Site Museum

Ladies and gentlemen, good morning, today, we are going to visit the Emperor Qin Shihuang’s  Mausoleum Site Museum. This museum is located at the foot of mountain Li Shan, about 35 kilometers east of Xi’an. First, I will give you a brief introduction about the master of this underground army---the First Qin Emperor, Yingzheng. He came to the throne at the age of 13 and seized the power at the age of 22 . By 221BC, he had annexed all the six independent states and established the first centralized autocratic feudal empire in the long history of China.

After the unification of the whole country, he styled himself the First Emperor and standardized the coinage, weights and measures, the legal codes, the written scripts and so on. He also ordered the linkage of the original Great Wall. All these exerted an everlasting influence on the long feudal history of China. But the First Qin Emperor was very ambitious. As soon as he came to the throne, he ordered that a magnificent mausoleum should be built for him. It took 37 years to complete this great project. Actually, the site of those terracotta warriors and horses we now see is just a small part of his mausoleum.

Ok, everyone, now we are standing at the front gate of the Eighth Wonder of the world---the Museum of Terracotta Warriors and Horses. As one of the top ten places of historical interest in China, it was also listed as a world heritage site. So next, let’s go to uncover the veil of this miraculous work.

In March 1974, when several farmers were sinking a well about 1.5km east of the First Qin Emperor’s Mausoleum, they came upon many fragments of the terracotta figures. The results of archaeological excavation showed that is two more pits were discovered respectively. They were then named pit1，pit2, and pit3 by the order of discovery. The new discovery stirred up a sensation all over the world. In order to provide the historical artifacts with adequate protection, a museum was set up on the site of Pit 1 in 1975 upon the approval of the state council.

Pit 1, covers an area of 16,300 square meters,  is an earth-and-wood structure in the shape of a tunnel. The terra cotta armies in pit 1 were arranged in battle formation. In the front of this formation, there are 210warriors in 3 lines facing forward. Armed with bows and arrows, they constitute the so-called vanguard. Meanwhile, there is one row of warriors on each of the borders of this pit, facing outward---they are the flanks and the rear guard. Holding long-distance shooting weapons, they took up the job of defending the whole army. Then, this way please. We may find ten partition walls which divided this pit into 11 corridors. The warriors standing inside them with horse-drawn chariots represent the principal military force of this battle formation. According to the density, there are over 6000 terracotta warriors and horses, and most of them are infantrymen. 

Ok, Here now we arrived at Pit 2. We can see that Pit 2 is still under cover, that’s because we want to preserve them. Pit 2 consists of 4 different mixed military forces in four arrays, they are infantrymen, cavalrymen, archers and charioteers .And pit 2 also include many chariots and horses. They can be divided to act independently, capable of attacking, and defending with a quick response. As you see, those warriors, their feet, legs, bodies, necks, hands and heads, all with different faces, were all made separately and joined together. we may find they are all vivid and true to life. And also as we can see, here are some actual weapons unearthed in those pits. The most attractive one is a bronze sword. Although it was buried over thousands of years, it is still very sharp. It can cat through 20 pieces of paper put together.

Now we come to pit 3. Pit 3 covers an area of about 520 square meters. There are only 68 warriors and 4 clay horses. The warriors were arranged opposite to each other in two rows, and only one kind of weapon called “SHU” had been discovered. This kind of weapon has no blade, and is believed to be used by the guards of honor. We have found many animal bones in the north side, and it is supposed to be “Prayer Hall”, and “Commander’s office” is on the south side. This suggests pit 3 is the headquarters directing the whole underground army.

 Then we have arrived at the exhibition hall of Bronze Chariots and Horses. In 1980, two sets of large painted bronze chariots and horses were found. They broke into thousands of pieces when we found them and after 8 years’ careful restoration; they were rebuilt and open to the public. The first one was named “High Chariot” and the second one was called “Security Chariot”. They were the earliest and most exquisitely and intricately made bronze valuables, and also the largest bronze wares discovered in the history of world archaeology. It provides extremlyvaluable material and data for the research of the metallurgical technique and technological modeling og the Qin Dynasty.

So now we will finish our journey in the museum today, I believe that you must be very astonished at this world wonder. So it’s your time, you can work around and take some pictures. Thank you for listening.
6.4 Huaqing Palace Heritage Site

Good morning, ladies and gentlemen. Now we are in the famous imperial park- Huaqing Palace Heritage Site. It is located at the foot of Mt. Lishan, about 35 kilometers east of Xi’an. Because it was a natural hot spring, it became a very famous scenic spot.  

Ahead of us is the Mt. Lishan, a branch of Qinling range. It is covered with pines and cypresses and looks very much like a dark green galloping horse from a long distance. In ancient China, a black horse was called “Li”, and this is how it got its name- Li shan mountain. 

Have you noticed the little tower on the top of this hill? This is the famous Remains of a beacon tower from the western Zhou dynasty over 3000 years ago. There are two famous sayings related with it: “a single smile costs 1000 pieces of gold” and “the sovereign rulers are fooled by the beacon fire”.  

Well, let’s come back to the Huaqing Palace Heritage Site. Historically, during the western Zhou Dynasty, a stone pool was built and was given the name of Li shan tang. The site was enlarged into a bigger palace during the Han Dynasty, and was renamed Li Palace. During the Tang Dynasty, Emperor Xuanzong had a walled palace built around the Li Hill. It was known as Huaqing Place.  

As we know, the Huaqing Hall was destroyed at the end of the Tang dynasty, and what is open to the public today, was rebuilt afterwards according to the Tang dynasty style on the original site. You see all the construction here was rebuilt in 1959, so it looks new.  Entering from the west gate, we see the nine dragon pool. In front of it is the frost flying hall. In Tang dynasty, emperor XuanZong and his favorite concubine lady Yang used to make their home here since it was cold in the capital Chang’an. It was said that the steam went straight up, when it met the cold air, it turned into frost. Then you can see the frost flying in the wind very beautiful. Therefore, it got its name---the frost flying Hall.  

Now let’s look at the second part－Huaqing Imperial pool museum which was discovered in April, 1982. As you see, the ruins of the 5 imperial pools are the Crabapple pool, the Lotus flower Pool, the Shang Shi Pool the Crown Prince Pool and the Star Pool. The Crabapple Pool was the private bathing pool for lady Yang herself. And the lotus flower pool was the private bathing pool for emperor XuanZong himself. Shangshi Pool, was the public bathing pool for the high ranking officials in the court. As for the Star Pool, it was said that emperor Tai zong, liked to bath here very much. The spring water contains lots of minerals, which makes it suitable for bathing and is helpful for curing some diseases. So people all like it very much and maybe this is the reason why many rulers chose this place as a capital in winters.

Huaqing Palace Heritage Site is not only famous for its ancient history, but also for its modern history. Now please follow me to the five-room hall where the Xi’an Incident took place. The Xi’an incident happened on December 12, 1936, the two great generals, Zhang xueliang and Yang hucheng, took armed remonstrance to force jiang jieshi, China Nationalist’s leader, to fight against the Japanese invaders when China was in danger. This is the famous Xi’an incidents. In the third room Hall, you can also see some pictures and the contemporary newspapers, they well described the details about the Xi’an Incident. 

Please look at that pavilion halfway up Li Hill. That was built by one of Chiang’s favorite generals in order to commemorate this incident. Originally, this pavilion was named Justice Pavilion. After 1949, it was renamed Catching-Chiang Pavilion. Now it has the name “the Remonstration Pavilion”. Iron chains and rings are available all the way up to the crevice east of the pavilion by which visitors can climb up and take a look at his shelter.  

After visiting the five room hall, here we are in the Pear garden. This is the birthplace of Chinese operas. Over 1300 years ago, emperor Xuanzong-the great musician and Lady Yang---the great dancer established Jiao Fang---the imperial music and dance school right here. They not only taught the boys and girls music and dance, but also composed music and practiced dances by themselves. It’s so beautiful and elegant that even today it’s still popular for young and old, men and women. Emperor Xuanzong and Lady Yang were greatly devoted to Chinese music and dance. Tonight, you will enjoy some music and dances they created at that time---the recreated Tang Dynasty Show. I’m sure you will enjoy yourself very much.
